TRAVEL FELLOW’S CONTRACT
between

and

THE VIA ALPINA

This agreement is signed between the Via Alpina, represented by Association Grande Traversée des Alpes in the quality of Via Alpina International Secretariat, 14 rue de la République, BP 227, F- 38 019 Grenoble cedex, France and <the fellow>, <address>, and is related to the following project: <brief project description (object, places, date)> (in the following designated by “the project”).

1. The Via Alpina awards a Via Alpina Travel Fellowship to <the fellow> for the realisation of the project as described in the submitted ApplicationForm.

2. The Via Alpina authorises <the fellow> to use the “Via Alpina”, “Via Alpina – Monaco” and “Alpine Convention” names and logos free of charge in non-profit communication actions strictly related to the project. The use of the names and/or logos on media intended for sale (for instance books or films) will be subject to a specific agreement.

3. <The fellow> commits him/herself to respect the spirit of the Via Alpina, and of the Alpine Convention and its protocols to the practical implementation of which Via Alpina contributes, characterised as follows:

· an opportunity to meet the populations of the Alpine space in their cultural diversity
· the discovery of the Alpine natural spaces through walking or other sustainable, non-motorised travel means
· the link and continuity spirit between the various countries of the Alpine range
· a sustainable development objective and a soft practice in the mountains.


In particular, <the fellow> commits him/herself to minimising the environmental impact of the project (transport and waste management etc.) and not to propagate any message contrary to the spirit of the Via Alpina as outlined above. 
4. <The fellow> commits him/herself to mentioning the Via Alpina Travel Fellowship and the Alpine Convention, display the Via Alpina, Via Alpina - Monaco and Alpine Convention logos and, if the practical frame allows it, mention the aspects of point 3 and the Via Alpina, Via Alpina - Monaco and Alpine Convention contact addresses, in each of his/her communication actions related to the project. In particular, he/she commits him/herself to including a presentation of the Travel Fellowships and links to www.via-alpina.org and www.alpconv.org on the project’s internet blog.

5. <The fellow> commits him/herself to publishing a regularly updated Internet blog on the project. All contents of the blog shall be at least in one of the national Alpine languages (German, Italian, French, Slovene) or in English. The blog must be online from 1 June 2012 at the latest (at least with an introductory page) and be updated at least every 2 weeks until completion of the project; a conclusion/ wrap-up must be written upon completion, at the latest until 15 October 2012, and the blog must remain accessible at least until 31 December 2013.
6. <The fellow> commits him/herself to realising a short movie on the project (6 to 15 minutes) and hand it over to the Via Alpina International Secretariat until 15 October 2012. Credits to the Via Alpina Travel Fellowships and the logos of the Via Alpina, Via Alpina - Monaco and the Alpine Convention must be mentioned at the end of the movie. <The fellow> needs to make sure that all material that they use (e.g. music) is copyright free. The film should be published on YouTube and the URL communicated to the Via Alpina. A DVD with the movie in Quicktime format, dimensions 720*576 pixels, rate 1600 kbit/s (200kB/sec) should also be handed out to the Via Alpina. The Via Alpina will (subject to available funds) sub-title the movie in English and/or the other Alpine languages and show it on its website and possibly at various festivals and events.
7. <The fellow> grants the Via Alpina, Via Alpina - Monaco and the Permanent Secretariat of the Alpine Convention all rights of modification and publication of the film and the material published on the projects’ blog, free of charge. These rights are not exclusive.
8. <The fellow> commits him/herself to provide the Via Alpina free of charge with four copies of any other medium produced within the project, for internal information; any external copying or distributing of the medium by the Via Alpina remains subject to the agreement of <the fellow> and, if relevant, the payment of fees.
9. <The fellow> agrees to try to make him/herself available to participate in various events such as film projections that Via Alpina may organise or co-organise following to the project. Via Alpina will cover the fellow’s related travel expenses (transportation and, if necessary, accommodation).

10. <The fellow> commits him/herself to inform the Via Alpina regularly about the state of progress of the project, including any decisions or problems which may compromise its realisation as planned in the application.

11. Via Alpina will pay a first instalment of 50% of the fellowship i.e. 500 Euros to <the fellow> upon signature of this contract. The second and final instalment of 50% will be paid upon receipt of the short film.
12. If, for reason of force majeure unpredictable at the time of receipt of the fellowship and inevitable, the project is either modified to the extent that the fellowship’s selection criteria are not fulfilled any more, interrupted or cancelled, <the fellow> will keep the first instalment, provided that the communication actions referred to in points 4 to 6 above have been partly carried out; Via Alpina will retain the second instalment. If the project is modified to the extent that the fellowship’s selection criteria are not fulfilled any more, interrupted or cancelled for any other reason, Via Alpina will retain the second instalment and also reserves the right to ask for a reimbursement of the first. Via Alpina may agree to a postponement of the project on the basis of clearly explained reasons which it would judge valid.
